DIRECTIONS FOR SUPERSPEED

1. Set a goal. Choose where you think you will end up at the end of 60 seconds.

2. Start your timer and say as many answers, going in order, as you can in 60 seconds. Have an adult mark off each problem missed with a dry erase marker on the plastic sheet.

3. Determine where you finished at the end of 60 seconds. Go back one problem for each equation you got wrong. This is your level for the day.

EXAMPLE: The last problem you solved was E4 but you missed 3 equations. Then your final level to record on the star is E1.
4. Record your stopping point on the star in your agenda. (Did you reach your goal? Highlight your star if you did.)

5. Repeat each night, Monday through Thursday. 

6. IMPORTANT: If you break your record from the previous day, the next time you play SuperSpeed you will start one row down from where you started the day before. 

EXAMPLE: Monday – started at A1 and reached E2



Tuesday – started at A1 and reached E4, then….



Wednesday – start one row down on B1
